Expo Jorn Tents, 2014

A series of three temporary pavilions for workshops and an entrance installation were designed as a part of the Expo Jorn exhibition for Museum Jorn, Silkeborg. 

The pavilion structures draw inspiration from built-works during the COBRA movement of which Jorn was a part of. The forms also reference the vernacular of a tipi with a timber frame construction, tensioned fabric and an opening in the centre of the geometry. The dark exterior fabric is contrasted when entering the interior with a stark white light-well and articulated timber frame, cross braced to form a lattice-like structure on the interior.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Above the existing entrance, an articulated triangulated form accentuates the entry point and adds an extra layer of graphic and tectonics onto the façade. The aesthetic of tensioned fabric is continued to the interior exhibition creating a consistency of coloured fabric supported by timber frames for wayfinding and storytelling.
